Very long, down-curved bill, warm 
cinnamon colored underparts

Long, bicolored, slightly upturned bill White wing stripe and black outer wing 

visible in flight 
Long and straight bill, feeds with 'sewing-

machine' type motion, white patch on

Dainty, grey upperparts, often feeds by 
spinning in circles in deeper water 

Very small size, thin bill, often feeds by 
spinning in circles in deeper water
